Interview with Veit Szpak from Mepa
RAS: Mr Szpak, how has the significance of toilets changed over the last decades?
Veit Szpak: While using a toilet used to be primarily a thing of necessity, very different additional values are in demand today. This includes functional aspects such as reduction of water consumption, comfort aspects such as adjustment to the best possible seat height, hygiene criteria such as a clean room climate as well as aesthetic requirements which aim to give bathrooms as a whole an inviting, cosy atmosphere.
RAS: How do you implement the increased desire for comfort?
Szpak: More comfort and wellbeing can be achieved, for example, by an odour extraction integrated into the toilet. This ensures pleasantly fresh air at all times. Clever pre-wall systems can also be used to easily adjust the height of the toilet after installation. This option is particularly convenient for later phases in life as no complex renovation work is required.
RAS: Which aspects make a toilet sustainable?
Szpak: In addition to sustainable production processes and high-quality recyclable materials, the sensible use of water is also enhanced by features such as dual volume flushing and start/stop mechanisms. Systems such as odour extraction further prevent heat loss from open windows in the bathroom and also use significantly less energy than electric ceiling fans. Height adjustable toilet systems also help to make best possible use of the product life cycle.
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
