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RAS: Ms Töpfer-König, why is an attractive design in (semi) public sanitary facilities so important?
Verena Töpfer-König: In addition to comfort and an attractive design, the focus in public toilets is primarily on the durability of products. Another central requirement is that the items have to be easy to clean. High quality materials, a bright atmosphere and clean sanitary installations prevent vandalism and soiling. This means public facilities can be maintained for longer and used in the long term.
RAS: What are your experiences with the modernisation of (semi) public sanitary facilities?
Verena Töpfer-König: In addition to the modernisation of school buildings, public swimming pools or office buildings, we at Franke Water Systems have already equipped many public toilet facilities with product solutions that function reliably and are easy to care for, e.g. below the Alexanderplatz square in Berlin. In these locations in particular, frequency of use, anonymity and the resulting soiling are higher than ever before. Therefore Franke supplied customised Miranit washbasins for the toilet facility in Berlin. The smooth, poreless surface of these highly sturdy washbasins is particularly hygienic and easy to clean.
