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RAS: Mr Reiss, in addition to the use of innovative materials, what can contribute to making bathrooms easier to clean?
Christoph Reiss: The basis is forward-looking bathroom planning with regard to furniture, fixtures and fittings which are easy to clean. The cleaning effort can be reduced, for example, with flush-mounted taps, smooth surfaces and easy-to-clean shapes, but also through the right interior design and enclosed cabinets. The easier it is to get to the elements, the easier they are to clean.
RAS: Which product solutions have particular potential?
Christoph Reiss: Kludi has developed an innovative function for preventing annoying limescale stains: The so-called draining function ensures that any residual water in the triple-jet, hand-held shower heads Kludi Logo, A-QAs and Fizz can be released in a controlled manner. Dripping is unavoidable as such, but practical because it ensures that no water remains in the shower head where it could become riddled with germs in the worst case. Directly after towelling off or cleaning the shower, however, this can be an unpleasant surprise. With the draining function, the excess water drains from an outlet in the base of the shower head when the jet type is changed.
Additionally, our hand-held shower heads are equipped with a limescale quick-clean function. Limescale-inhibiting elastomer nozzles delay the formation of limescale, while any limescale build-up can simply be removed by rubbing over the nozzles with your finger.
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
